Registration

1) Call Kathy Vincent at 849-3933 to reserve a spot for your skater, if you have not already done so.
2) Print the registration form or complete the online registration form.
3) Complete all the necessary information on the form and mail it to the address on the top of the form along with your payment including ALL post-dated cheques. (Cheques should be made payable to QFSC)  Forms and payments MUST be received by Friday, September 20th to allow time for skaters to be registered.

4) Or return your completed registration form and payment to the Community Fall Expo being held at the qplex in Quispamsis on Thursday August 22nd between 7:00 and 8:30 pm.
Fees

Full Payment – QFSC will accept CASH, CHEQUE OR e-TRANSFER (quispamsisfsc@gmail.com)
Payment Plan – QFSC will accept CASH OR CHEQUE for the first installment and post-dated cheques MUST be included for the three remaining installments. E-transfers will also be accepted for the payment plan.
All registration fees include a non-refundable Skate Canada fee of $44.00 and a non-refundable $10.00 Skate NB skater fee.
Please note there may be a few cancelled skating days during the season due to hockey tournaments, figure skating competitions, test days or holidays when the arena is closed. This has been taken into consideration when calculating program pricing.  

Refunds: A skater who chooses to withdraw from any QFSC program will be eligible for a refund only within the first four weeks from their start date.  After four weeks NO REFUNDS will be issued!!  Any refund will not include the $44.00 Skate Canada fee or $10.00 Skate New Brunswick skater fee.   

Payments MUST be received and the skater MUST be registered with Skate Canada before they will be permitted on the ice.

Your official receipt, upon request, will be available at the arena early in the season.  

***Two and Three Day Session B and C Program Fees (Intermediate and Senior)***
The club and coaches strongly encourage Session B and C skaters to register full time (4 days). However, skaters do have the option to register for two or three day programs.  If you choose this option, you will select which two or three days you will be skating and these will be your days for the remainder of the season. You cannot switch your skating days each week. The prices are as follows:

Session B - 2-day program:   $504.00 (4x$126.00)

Session B - 3-day program:   $664.00 (4x$166.00)
Session C - 2-day program:   $540.00 (4x$135.00)

Session C - 3-day program:   $716.00 (4x$179.00)
